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1 Purpose

The purpose of this specification is to describe the requirements for windvane assemblies used at Water
Corporation sites that store chlorine or ammonia gas.

This specification applies to all Water Corporation chlorine or ammonia facilities that use windvanes to
determine the direction of wind in the event of a leak.

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5 Specification

WINDVANE & ASSEMBLY - is a standard design, manufactured from 316 stainless steel frames with
a Lubron machined bush to suit the I.D. of a galvanised pole that is secured with a self tapper. The
Windvane has orange and yellow reflective tape on the arrow and tail sections of the vane.

+ The Windvane Assembly must be located within the site boundary, must be able to be seen

from the main entry gate and placed in a position that is clear of buildings and trees that may
interfere with the normal wind patterns.

* For ground level installation the Windvane Assembly may be located on a Break Back Pole to
allow for ease of safe maintenance.

* For an elevated installation the Windvane Assembly may be located on a Safe Swivel Light
Pole to also allow for safe and easy maintenance.

+ The height of the support pole will determine the pipe size. The pole diameter and wall thickness
may be required to be increased in areas susceptible to strong or cyclonic winds.
